providing IT equipment for vulnerable learners (once the Government has issued
directives);

continuing to support families to receive their vouchers for food in lieu of Free
School Meals;

planning for the reopening phase.




To be absolutely clear, Hope Learning Trust is committed to ensuring that our pupils and staff
return to work in our schools as soon as possible but only when the Government’s expert
medical advice says it is safe for schools to do so.
