Who do we share your information with and why?
We routinely share your information with:

e City of York’s Governance Service - the Governance Service supports HSLT with all aspects of
governance at all levels and locations within the Trust.

e The Department for Education (DfE), Get Information About Schools (GIAS), Companies
House and/or Education and Skills Funding Agency (ESFA) - in order to fulfil statutory
requirements.

The DfE collects personal data from schools and Local Authorities. We are required to share information
about individuals in governance roles with the DfE and/or the ESFA under:

e [Academies] Requirements set out in the ‘Academy Trust Handbook'’.
e [PRUs] Section 538 of the Education Act 1996.

Any information we share with other parties is transferred securely and held by the other orga
